1. Spring electives for first-year students only. 
If you would like to enroll in any of the five spring electives open only to first-year students, please list any electives that you are interested in taking in your order of preference.  Each course is limited to 20 students. Each will be graded on a pass/fail basis, with the exception of Legal Ethics and Professionalism.* You are allotted up to 100 points. The number of points you bid on a course determines the strength of your preference.  If you are interested in only one course, bid all 100 points on that course.  If you would like to split your points across more than one possibility, be sure that your total points do not exceed 100. The highest point value you place on one of these will be your assumed preference, and you may take only one elective (of course, you need not take any elective at all). 
If a course has gone to a waitlist (i.e., if more than 20 students have indicated a preference for a particular elective), the strength of your point value will determine your place on the waitlist, and the waitlist position prevails over your 2nd choice bid unless you indicate otherwise below. If two or more students have listed the same point values, and the course is in waitlist, a lottery to break the tie will determine the order on the waitlist.
